Academics 30 pts 

Letters of Recommendation 5 pts 

Essay 5 pts 

 

Each member of the board may award up to the number of points indicated in each category to 
each applicant.  Each applicant’s score will be then averaged and compiled.  The applicant with 
the highest score will be awarded the scholarship. 

6. Winners will be notified in mid-April. 

7. To retain the scholarship, the student must maintain a 2.5 cumulative Grade Point Average 
(on a 4.0 scale) and be recommended by his/her school.
