Directions to Algonkian Regional Park

Located on the scenic Potomac River in Potomac Falls/Sterling, Virginia, Algonkian Regional Park is just fifteen minutes from the Capitol Beltway, Leesburg, or Route 66.  The park is located just off Leesburg Pike (Route 7) in a beautiful riverside setting, convenient to all Northern Virginia.

From the Capitol Beltway (Route 495):
North from Fairview Marriott Hotel on Route 495 (about two miles)

West on Leesburg Pike (Route 7), about 12 Miles

Take Cascades Parkway North, about three miles

Cascades will bring you straight into the park

Follow signs to the Golf Course/Pro Shop

From Leesburg:

East on Leesburg Pike (Route 7), about 10 miles

Take Cascades Parkway North, about three miles

Cascades will bring you straight into the park

Follow signs to the Golf Course/Pro Shop

From Route 66, Dulles Airport and the Dulles Toll Road:

Take Route 28 North (12 miles from 66, about 6 miles from Dulles

East on Leesburg Pike (Route 7), about 1 mile

Take Cascades Parkway North, about three miles

Cascades will bring you straight into the park

Golf Course Facts

· The Golf Course at Algonkian was designed by Eddie Ault in 1961
· The course was originally owned as a private recreation area for Potomac Electric Power Company (PEPCO) employees and families

· The area originally comprised of the golf course, boat ramp, picnic shelter, and playing fields

· The Northern Virginia Regional Park Authority (NVRPA) purchased the park from PEPCO in 1975

· In 1976, Algonkian Regional Park opened to the public.  Because it began as a private course, the design and feel of Algonkian is more like a country club than a public course

· Since opening to the public, NVRPA has added a water park, miniature golf course, picnic pavilions, rental cottages and a conference center.

· Today, the Golf Course at Algonkian runs 7015 yards from the tips.  It is rated 73.0, with a slope of 126.  The front nine presents fairways that are fairly flat, long and straight, with an abundance of trees and bunkers.  The back nine features more undulating terrain, with plenty of doglegs and waterholes.  The signature hole is #6, a Par 5, 540-yard golfer’s dream.
